Photo of scorecard to be submitted upon completion of play - Teams/players are required to submit a photo of their
scorecard from the Trackman screen within 24 hours of completing their round. Along with the scorecard, players should
include any relevant notes about situations that might affect the score, such as re-hits.
 
The PGA of Ontario operational team will input the scores into Golf Genius, enabling us to finalize rounds, post
leaderboard results, and update the Order of Merit more promptly. Since we don’t have direct access to the Trackman
system, this approach will also help us address any corrections efficiently, particularly for re-hit scenarios.

SCORE SUBMISSION & PAYOUT PROCEDURES
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Play on any Trackman simulator- You can compete in the Indoor Winter Series tournaments on any Trackman
simulator running the latest software Trackman Performance Studio 10 or newer. 

Stops 1 through 3 will consist of a single 18-hole 2-person team scramble stroke play round on a select Trackman
virtual golf course.    

Stop 4 will consist of a single 18-hole individual stroke play round on a select Trackman virtual golf course.

All are welcome - Men and Women will play from different tee boxes. Play is governed by the Rules of Golf and all
players must abide by PGA of Ontario Tournament Policies. Using an alignment aid is not permitted.

Professional Recognition Points - Players will earn 2 PRP points for each Indoor Winter Series event they play.

Participate to win - Players who enter all stops will be entered into a draw to win a bonus payout of $250. 

Two-week tournament windows - Play your round any time within each tournament window.

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ORDER OF MERIT FORMAT

$10 of each entry goes toward the Order of Merit
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Order of Merit is a points-based scoring system where each tournament round will give each member points
towards an overall leaderboard. Individuals will be awarded points based on team score in each round.  

After each round, points are distributed and total points are accumulated. Please note that members outside
the Ontario zone will not be included in the Order of Merit.

The Order of Merit will replicate PGA of Ontario Player of the Year Standings. Click here for more.

Stop Course Entry Deadline Format Tournament Window

1 Black Desert Resort Wednesday, January 21 @ midnight Two-person team scramble Jan 26 - Feb 8

2 Hualalai Resort Wednesday, February 11 @ midnight Two-person team scramble Feb 16 - March 1

3 Silverleaf Country Club Wednesday, March 4 @ midnight Two-person team scramble March 9 - March 22

4 Bandon Trails Golf Course Wednesday, March 25 @ midnight Individual stroke play March 30 - April 12

Courses have been selected to ensure a rating and length that allows fair competition across a mixed field event. 

Green speed, fairway firmness, pin locations, etc. will be the same for all players. Putting format will be manually
aimed with 8 foot gimmes. 

INDOOR WINTER SERIES SCHEDULE 
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The best practice is to select the “REHIT +1” option when a glitch occurs with a stroke and the Rules Committee can
adjust scores via Trackman portal.

If you
cannot see your event under
TOURNAMENTS you likely need to
update the software

Winter Series event and complete your
round in one uninterrupted session
